Healthy Packed Lunches
We will be updating our packed lunch policy this term for children who do not want a school dinner. I have been asked already this term what kinds of food children may bring in their lunchboxes. Below are some ideas, you can find out more about healthy foods for your child’s lunchbox by searching

Please note that hot food MUST not be brought into school in flasks or food containers. 

Bread, Rice, Potatoes, Pasta

These starchy foods are a healthy source of energy. Packed lunches should include 2 or more portions e.g. pasta salad, sandwich.

Fruit and Vegetables

These foods provide vitamins, minerals and fibre. 
Lunches should include at least 1 portion of fruit and 1 portion of vegetables / salad, or more e.g. carrot/cucumber sticks, cherry tomatoes, a piece of fruit.

Milk and Dairy foods

These foods provide calcium for healthy bones and teeth. Include 1portion at lunch e.g. yoghurt, fromage frais, milk.

Meat, Fish, Eggs, Beans

These foods provide protein for growth. Packed lunches should include 1 portion of these foods eg boiled egg as filling in sandwich, mixed bean salad.

Drinks
Any drinks provided in lunch boxes should only include either plain water, milk unsweetened fresh fruit juice, diluted fresh fruit juice, fruit or dairy based smoothies.
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Parent Governor Nominations- these need to be returned to school by 9.00am on Friday 28th September. 

Car Parking- Father Glover has given permission for parents to park in the Church carpark when dropping children off or picking them up. This is on the understanding that parents park sensibly and drive with caution when entering and leaving. Please be aware that young children are often with parents in the carpark. Parents who fail to drive and park with caution will be asked to park elsewhere. Parents, please make sure you keep your children with you and do not allow them to run off.
