Year 3 Curriculum Overview Autumn 2
	Literacy
	In fiction we will be reading a play script, developing children’s enjoyment of plays and exploring key themes. In writing, children will become familiar with the conventions of the script form, leading up to writing their own episodes.
In non-fiction we will be reading instruction texts about making musical instruments, considering why people need and use instructions and noticing the organisation of instructions to make them easy to follow. In writing we will be writing our own instructions about how to make a bottle band.

	Maths
	In Maths we will be learning to Double and halve numbers up to 100 using partitioning; understanding fractions and fractions of numbers.

We will also be using money to add and subtract and record using the correct notation and place value; add and subtract 2-digit numbers using partitioning; add three 2-digit numbers by partitioning and recombining.

In measures we will be learning to choose an appropriate instrument to measure a length and use a ruler to estimate, measure and draw to the nearest centimetre; know 1 litre = 1000 ml; estimate and measure capacity in millilitres.

Also we will be learning to place 2- and 3-digit numbers on a number line; round 3-digit numbers to nearest 100; use counting up to do mental subtractions with answers between 10 and 20, 10 and 30, and either side of 100.

Finally in maths we will revise times-tables learned and derive division facts; perform division with remainders; choose a mental strategy to solve additions and subtractions; solve word problems.

	RE
	In RE we will learn about Mary the Mother of God. We will learn that God chose Mary to be the Mother of His Son and think about the importance of being chosen. We will learn that Mary went to visit her cousin Elizabeth and think about how we can help each other. Also, we will learn about the mystery of the Incarnation and reflect on mysteries. We will learn to understand that Advent is a time to prepare to celebrate the birth of Jesus and think about how we can prepare. We will also learn about the birth of Jesus and reflect on what this means for us and learn that the wise men came to worship Jesus and think about the gifts we can offer Jesus.

	Science
	In Science we will be learning about Food and our Bodies. We will be learning about healthy and balanced diets and gathering, recording and presenting data in different ways. We will also be learning to describe the basic parts of the skeletal system and to observe and compare animals with and without skeletons. Also, we will learn to look at joints, and how bones and muscles help us move, making systematic and careful observations.

	History and geography
	In humanities we will be exploring the question, ‘Who first lived in Britain?’ We will be finding out about archaeologists and how they help us to learn about history. We will also find out about how the early Britons made shelters, their food, artwork and lifestyles, transport, communication and weapons. We will find out about the Stone Age, Bronze and Iron Age.

	PE
	In PE we will be doing gymnastics and learning to link two basic actions fluently and with control.
Games sessions will be delivered by Manchester United coaches on Wednesday afternoons.

	Computing
	In computing we will be learning to be Bug Fixers. We will work with Scratch projects, explaining how the scripts work, finding and correcting errors in them and exploring creative ways of improving them. We will learn to recognise some common types of programming error and practise solving problems through logical thinking.

	Modern Languages
	In MFL we will be learning to listen and engage in German, ask and answer questions and speak in short sentences using familiar vocabulary. Also to develop appropriate pronunciation and appreciate stories songs, poems and rhymes.

	Art and Design
	In Art we will be learning to experiment with our own art, based on the art of the Ancient Britons. In Technology, we will be designing and making our own model shelters, based on what we have learnt about the shelters of the early Britons.

	Music
	In music we will be learning to use voice and instruments with increasing accuracy, control and expression, to improvise and compose music. We will be finding out about early musical instruments.
